1.  Racing will take place at 10:30, 13:00 and 15:30. This year we have increased the time between divisions from two hours to two and a half.

Clubs are responsible for ensuring that boats are race-worthy, but
    random safety checks will be carried out prior to boating.

4. LAUNCHING INSTRUCTIONS 
Division 1 boating will involve six 8’s. The steps can only accommodate one boat at a time so these crews will be asked to boat as quickly as possible. Whilst 8’s are using the steps, singles and doubles may use the slipway.
    * Apart from the 8’s, High numbers will launch first. 
       In order to get all boats afloat, crews/scullers must adhere to marshals’

       Instructions and launching timetable.
    * All boats must approach the steps/slip with bow facing downstream.

    * Singles and doubles can use the slipway as well as the steps. There is enough 

       room on the steps for three singles/doubles at once or two fours or one eight.
    * Oars/sculls MUST be brought to the launch area FIRST.

    * Please secure feet and adjust away from the shore.
